Yordan Vassilev is chairman of the Federation. He was born on 26
September 1935. Graduated from secondary school in Troyan and Bulgarian

philology from the St.Clement of Ohrid University of Sofia. Worked as senior
research associate, second degree, in the Institute for Literature at the Bulgarian
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Academy of Sciences. His wife Blaga Dimitrova is an outstanding Bulgarian
writer. He has a son.

The Federation was founded on 20 January 1990 on the basis of the first
Sofia club founded on 3 November 1988 and of the other clubs which were
formed later in the country. Representatives of more than 60 clubs took part
as delegates to the national conference of UDF on 22 June 1991 in Sofia.

The significance of the federation lies not so much in the size of the
membership (over 10,000) but on the quality of its functionaries who come
mainly from among the intelligentsia.

Yanko Nikolov Yankov is chairman of the Liberal Congress Party. He was
born in the village of Klissouritsa, Mihailovgrad region on 13 August, 1944;
graduated from the Law Faculty; has been research associate first degree at
the Institute of Sciences for the State and Law with the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences and chief assistant at the Faculty of Law at St Clement of Ohrid
University of Sofia. He is author of more than 30 publications. In 1982 he was
fired for political reasons and has not been reinstated yet. In 1979 he set up
the underground organization called ,Democratic Movement”. In 1984 he was
arrested and sentenced to 12 years imprisonment but later the sentence was
reduced to six years and six months. He was in prison for five years and seven
months. Amnesty International declared him to be prisoner Ne 1 for Bulgaria
and Ne 3 for Europe. After having served his sentence he was granted amnesty
and apart from that a ruling N2 10 of 30 March 1990 of the High Court found
him convicted wrongly for lack of evidence; divorced, one child; knows French
and Russian. He is also chairman of the Union of democratic jurists in Bulgaria.

Yuliyan Kotsev and Bozhidar Palyushev are deputy chairmen and [van
Vechernikov and Mihail Kokoshkov are secretaries of the Liberal Congress Party.

The party was set up as an underground social democratic movement in
the autumn of 1979. In January 1988 part of its members founded the
Independent Society for the Protection of Human Rights. In October 1989 the
organization was legalized and joined the Bulgarian Social Democratic Party.
Later it started fighting against the leftist strategies and in February 1990 it
formed a .non-Marxist” faction within the BSDP and on 18 March 1990 it
was constituted as the Social Democratic Party Non-Marxists, It was under
this name that the party participated in the elections for a Grand National
Assembly with its nominee Yanko Yankov. In January 1991 a decision was
taken to rename the party in line with the actual political strategy and
programme. So the party was renamed Liberal Congress Party.

The party is stuctured on the federative principle whereby the main
organizational unit is the section, lts leading bodies are the Congress
(Conference), the Chairman, the Coordinating Council, the Executive Bureau and
the Auditing Commission. New members are admitted after submitting a written
application to the section at the place of domicile and if there is not such section
the application is submitted to the Executive Bureau of the party in Sofia. On
leaving the party, a written application should be submitted while exemption is
an extraordinary measure applied in the event of acts incompatible with the
interests of the party, embedded in its programme and statutes. Members have
cards with photographs. The party earns its income through membership dues,
publishing, donations, heritage and other legal sources. The party’s symbol is
veronese green and its emblem is a falcon against a veronese grey background.
